The test results are 
sent out after approx.. 3 to 6 weeks. 
 
 
The test lasts four hours and comprises four parts: Reading, Listening, Speaking and Writing.

Preparatory practice material for the TOEFL test is available from bookshops and libraries. 
 
 
Examination dates for the TOEFL test are offered throughout the year in Berlin, Bonn, 
Düsseldorf, Frankfurt, Freiburg, Hamburg, Hanover and Munich. You must register for the 
test at least 7 weeks before the examination date. However, it is advisable to do so 3 months 
in advance, as the dates are often booked out.
